Lexus has launched its first all-new RX model to the 
Australian public since 2003.

From its exterior design, to interior features, the next 
generation RX has been designed with efficiency, safety and 
comfort top of mind.

The exterior design delivers a very low 0.33 coefficient 
of drag that, when combined with the all-new six speed 
gearbox, AWD system and improved engine, delivers a 
seven per cent improvement in fuel efficiency.

TAX BREAKS
Following from an initiative by the Commonwealth 
Government, business owners may be entitled to 
a bonus 30% tax deduction when purchasing a 
New Lexus vehicle. Under the proposed legislation, 
new vehicles purchased between 13/12/08 and 
30/6/09 will receive a once off 30% tax bonus.

The legislation is designed to encourage businesses 
to buy new assets.

The Investment Allowance applies on the capital 
cost of the asset and is claimed in the first year the 
asset is delivered and ready for use.

LEXUS ROADSTER UNVEILED  
Lexus has revealed a convertible version of its LF-A super car concept at the 2008 Detroit 
Motor Show - dubbed the LF-A Roadster. The LF-A Roadster is based on the sturdy yet 
lightweight carbon-fibre and aluminium body used for the LF-A coupe, which helps maintain 
the structure’s strength and rigidity even without a top. Like its coupe counterpart, the LF-A 
Roadster is powered by a high-revving V10 engine that approaches 5.0 litres in displacement. 
Styling of the LF-A Roadster draws from the Lexus L-Finesse design philosophy, with a compact, 
low-profile and aerodynamic front end.
