The warmer weather 
means it is time to 
fire up the BBQ. 
Celebrity Chef and 
Lexus ambassador 
Neil Perry says 
marinades are a 
great way to add 
flavour to your next 
BBQ and they 

are perfect for meat, seafood or chicken.  
Neil shares this delicious Marinated Salmon Salad 
recipe with Lexus owners.

Neil Perry’s Marinated Salmon Salad
3 tbsp of fish sauce
Pinch of sea salt
Pinch of caster sugar
250g salmon fillet
3 red shallots, finely sliced
2 tbsp of peanuts, roasted and crushed
1 handful of mixed mint and coriander leaves
1 clove garlic, finely sliced and deep-fried
1 1/2 tbsp salmon roe
Pinch of ground roast rice (jasmine rice dry
fried until opaque then ground)
FOR THE DRESSING
Pinch of caster sugar
Pinch of grated palm sugar (jaggery)
2 tbsp of lime juice
2 tbsp of fish sauce
Pinch of chilli flakes
 
 
 
 

METHOD
Mix the fish sauce, sea salt and sugar, add the 
salmon. Make sure it’s coated well, then refrigerate 
for 30 minutes. Transfer to a wire rack and position 
over a bowl or tray and refrigerate, uncovered, for 
several hours or overnight. Remove the salmon 
from the fridge about 30 minutes before cooking. 
BBQ the fish over high heat for around 2 minutes 
on each side, and rest for 5 minutes. Coarsely flake 
the fish. Mix together the shallots, peanuts, herbs 
and garlic in a bowl, then gently fold in the fish. For 
the dressing, whisk together the sugars, lime juice, 
fish sauce and the chilli powder and drizzle over 
the salad. Sprinkle with the salmon roe and ground 
roast rice to serve.
